Studies of the genus Penstemon Schmidel (Plantaginaceae) for a treatment in the forthcoming Volume 17 of the 
Flora of North America North of Mexico (Freeman, in prep.) necessitate the following nomenclatural change at 
the rank of variety, where var. glabrescens (from 1937) has priority over var. taosensis (from 1960).
